COACHES ACCREDITATION

Coaches must be a minimum of NCCP Regional Coach Trained and must be a current Professional Coaching
Member of Skate Canada in Good Standing.

Coaches not in good standing will not be permitted at ice level. All Coaches must ensure that they have proof of
Skate Canada Registration during the competition.
