Entries are accepted on a first come first served basis and if the 
competition is full registration will be closed without notice. Registering on your cell phone is not advised as 
the program is not designed to work with that format.

GENERAL  

• All music used must be in the public domain or covered by the Performing Rights Society. 

• All music will be uploaded in a MP3 format at the time of registration in Uplifter 

• A backup USB stick, labelled with the skater’s name and category should be at rinkside with the coach 
 
Music 
All music used must be legally obtained and covered by the collective societies who manage music 
performance rights, reprography, and mechanical reproduction rights in Canada. Competitors who have music 
composed specifically for their programs either wholly or in part, that has been significantly mixed or altered 
from the original recording, are also responsible for obtaining the appropriate licenses to create a derivative 
work for the compositions and sound recordings selected.
